The cloth reback is the technique most often used in our bindery to restore cloth bindings in which the 
boards are completely detached from the text. In a cloth reback, new matching material is brought in under 
the original in order to make the binding usable again and to improve its presentation. The above photos 
show the same book before and after the cloth reback process.
